WEBSTERS to have the condition that distinguishes organisms from inorganic objects

and dead organisms, being manifested by growth through metabolism,

reproduction, and the power of adaptation to environment through changes

originating internally.

REVIVE

Keep (leave, make) alive

WEBSTERS live again, restore to life or consciousness

RESURRECT

WEBSTERS raise from the dead, bring to life (use, practice) again

REVIVAL IS CRUCIAL TO SURVIVAL

BUT YOU CANNOT BE REVIVED

IF YOU DON”T ACKNOWLEDGE THAT 

SOMETHING IS DEAD, HAS DIED, or IS DYING 

1) PURPOSE OF REVIVAL - BE RECHARGED

YOU BATTERY cell with limited stored power

CHURCH LAPTOP device in need of power

REVIVAL/WORSHIP CHARGER connection of device with power source

HOLY SPIRIT ELECTRICITY power source

2) PROCESS(ES) OF REVIVAL

SHAKE UP (AGITATION) Acts 12:5 ...Paul was kept in prison

WAKE UP (ACTIVATION) ...but prayer was made

SHOW UP (INVITATION) Acts 12:7 ...The angel of the LORD came

LIGHT UP (REVELATION) ...A light shined in the prison

RISE UP (ELEVATION) ...Arise up quickly

GIVE UP (ELIMINATION) ...And his chains fell off from his hands

MOVE UP (EMANCIPATION) Acts 12:8 ...And he went out, and followed him

3) PROMISE OF REVIVAL - LIVE “AGAIN”

NEW to RENEW STORE to RESTORE

CALL to RECALL FUEL to REFUEL

TURN to RETURN CHARGE to RECHARGE

MIND to REMIND COVER to RECOVER

MOVE to REMOVE PRODUCE to REPRODUCE
